DID YOU KNOW? Fires started by lightning peak in the summer months, in the late   

afternoon & early evening. U.S Fire Departments respond to an estimated 31,400 fires started 

by lightning per year. The fires cause an estimated average of  

12 deaths, 57 injuries & $213 million in property damage per year. 
If you hear thunder you are within striking distance of lightning. Seek shelter immediately. 

If in open water, go to land and seek shelter, a house, building or hard topped vehicle. 

When inside unplug electrical items or turn them off. Stay away from equipment that puts you in direct   

contact with electricity and plumbing. 

If a person is struck by lightning call 9-1-1 & get them medical care. Check their breathing, heartbeat and 

pulse. Lightning strike victims carry no electrical charge. Attend to them immediately.
